May 1: Rev. Elizabeth                                             
Whose Sexuality? Whose Education?                
Our country is increasingly talking about issues of 
gender and sexuality in our communities and our 
schools. In many states, laws that harm trans 
children and their families are moving through the 
legislature or have been passed. The banning of 
books from public schools has arisen again. Here in 
MA, a bill establishing comprehensive, medically 
accurate sexuality education has been passed by the 
Senate and is currently in the House, while some 
organizations fight against it. In Unitarian 
Universalism, we’ve had comprehensive sexuality 
education programs since 1970, and today most 
mainstream religious traditions offer similar 
programs. What do we mean when we talk about 
“comprehensive sexuality education” and what is 
developmentally appropriate? Who are we protecting 
by providing or limiting education? How can we know 
our children are getting medically accurate 
information and how can we help all MA children 
access a more full education? And why is this a 
religious issue for us and for so many others?        
May 8: Rev. Elizabeth  - Imperfect Beauty                                             
Beauty is a complicated word. When applied to 
standards of how human beings should look, it often 
makes us cringe, pass judgment, or seek the 
impossible. We hope to protect our children from 
impossible standards. When we find beauty in the 
natural world, we often look for moments of the 
extraordinary: bright colors, clear nights, stunning 
sunsets. We can appreciate the imperfect beauty in 
nature so easily, like discovering a four-leaf clover or 
taking delight in a cat’s polydactyly. How can we 
reframe the ways we look for beauty in ourselves and 
others, to celebrate our imperfect beauty as an 
affirmation of the complex diversity of humanity?  

May 15: Chapel Service                                   
Our Broken Asylum System
This service will show and discuss a film that tells the 
story of a woman from Central America who fled 
gang violence and torture to seek asylum in the U.S., 
only to find herself imprisoned at the Eloy Detention 
Center. Soledad and a team of women join forces to 
win her asylum case.

Expansive Prayer                                               
Many years ago, in a class on developing spiritual 
practices, a man said to me, “My friends who believe in 
God have deep prayer practices that mean so much…I 
want to explore what it might mean to pray as an 
atheist. How do I pray if I’m not praying to a god? Can I 
develop a meaningful prayer practice as an atheist?” In 
our church, some of you may have deep, meaningful 
prayer practices, some of you might be certain that 
prayer is not for you, and others may have questions 
similar to the man above. In this service, we’ll explore 
an expansive approach to prayer for Unitarian 
Universalists, including trying out a new practice, and 
how we might find a way into a practice that is 
unfamiliar.
